CNA offers several ways CNA offers several ways 
to help you save!to help you save!

Frequency Discount Plan (FDP) - This plan allows advertisers to buy the fi rst 
ad in participating newspapers at the national rate and/or classifi ed display 
rate and receive a 35% discount on the subsequent ads. The discount is 
available to advertisers which run the additional ads within six days in the 
case of a daily newspaper and seven days in the case of a weekly newspaper. 
Copy for all ads must be the same.

Campaign Advertising Plan (CAP) - Designed for political candidates and 
issue-oriented advertisers. Qualifi ed advertisers can get three ads for the 
price of one. Ads are a minimum of 21 column inches each, run in a minimum 
of ten newspapers and run within a three-week time frame. Copy is the same 
for all ads.    

Remnant Advertising Plan - Advertisers can purchase any 1/4, 1/2, or full page 
ad at 50% off of the national rate. Newspapers have 30 days during which to 
run the ad.

Metro Iowa Plus Network - This network offers signifi cant advertising rate 
discounts when all eight network newspapers are purchased. Cedar Rapids 
Gazette, Davenport Quad-City Times, Des Moines Register, Dubuque 
Telegraph Herald, Iowa City Press-Citizen, Omaha World-Herald (NE), 
Sioux City Journal, and Waterloo/Cedar Falls Courier.

Heart of Iowa Network - This network offers signifi cant advertising rate 
discounts when all twelve network newspapers are purchased. Albia Union-
Republican, Atlantic News-Telegraph, Audubon County Advocate Journal, 
Carroll Daily Times Herald, Creston News Advertiser, Eldora Herald-Ledger, 
Greenfi eld Adair Co. Free Press, Harlan Tribune, Jefferson Herald, Tama 
News-Herald, and Toledo Chronicle.

Ten-Star Network - This network offers signifi cant advertising rate discounts 
when all eleven network newspapers are purchased.
